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Passports
When travelling abroad you will need a full ten year passport, and depending what country you are visiting you may need a visa.

When travelling abroad, your passport must be valid for the whole of the trip and some countries require your passport to be valid for at least six months after the date you enter the country. If you have any questions about this requirement, ask the country's consulate or embassy in the UK.  Applications for passports are made through the Identity and Passport Service.
