Planning- An Overview

At a National Level the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government has overall control of the planning in England.  The Department of Communities and Local Government produce government policy to guide local government including Planning Policy Guidance Notes (PPG's) and circulars and considering appeals against refusal of planning permission or non-determination of an application by a Local Authority.

Below the national level there is a regional level of planning. The Government Office for Yorkshire and the Humber is responsible for regional planning within the Yorkshire and the former Humberside area. Its main role is to provide a strategy to assist the Secretary of State on the formulation of regional guidelines, which provides a policy framework for all the local authorities in its area. 
At a local level, Bradford Council is responsible for the day-to-day operation of the planning system.
