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Anti-Social Behaviour
What is Anti-Social Behaviour?
Anti-social behaviour means different things to different people, but the Crime and Disorder Act (1998) defines anti-social behaviour as follows:

‘Acting in a manner that caused or was likely to cause harassment, alarm or distress to one or more persons not of the same household as (the defendant).’
The term anti-social behaviour includes a variety of selfish and unacceptable activity that impacts on people in a negative way and can blight on the quality of community life.  

Anti-social behaviour causes lasting harm to individuals and communities and must be stopped at the earliest opportunity.  For more information on support offered to victims of anti-social behaviour, please visit the Government’s respect website (http://www.respect.gov.uk).




What can be done?

All local services – anti-social behaviour teams, housing staff, environmental services, police, courts, children’s services, youth offending teams (YOTs), drug and alcohol treatment, mental health services and third sector providers - should be involved in and signed up to the approach to tackling anti-social behaviour.  Action needs to take into account the whole problem, from people to the environment to fully tackle the issue. 
Reporting Anti-Social Behaviour
Reporting anti-social behaviour is the first action to take if you are concerned about problems in your local area.  There is a dedicated member of staff at Bradford Council whose job it is to co-ordinate the response to tackling ant-social behaviour in the district.
