Home Office Immigration laws determine how and when people are allowed to visit, work or settle in the UK. If you require any advice about your right to stay in or visit the UK it is important that you seek advice from a qualified immigration advisor.  
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All immigration advisers must be registered with the Office of Immigration Services Commissioner (OISC), or be an adviser with an organisation, such as the Citizens Advice Bureaux, which is exempt from registration.  It is a criminal offence to give immigration advice without being registered or exempt and every agency should show the OISC certificate.  The SISC can be contacted at:
